Extracurricular School activities 

We have a strong commitment to sport 
throughout our school and each year 
group has the opportunity to take part 
in a wide range of sporting activity 
throughout the year.

Children are encouraged to work at 
home with help from their parents. All 
pupils are expected to read daily. In 
addition to this, pupils in Reception 
Class and Key Stage 1 will have a week-
ly spelling, phonics and maths activity. 
In Key Stage 2, pupils will receive a 
weekly spelling, comprehension/writing 
and maths activity. From time to time, 
pupils will be asked to undertake a re-
search activity, to supplement an activ-
ity in class, they may also be asked to 
share things as part of their Religious 
Education.

Each term we aim to offer a wide 
range of extra-curricular clubs and ac-
tivities for pupils throughout school.

Cuthbert is a saint of the 

early Northumbrian church. 

Our school building dates back to 1926, with addi-

tions in the 1960õs, the Early Years and Key Stage 

1 building was added in 2008. 
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Reception Class 
 
Baseline Assessment takes place on entry to the Reception Class. The Foundation 
Stage Profile assessment is carried out during the Summer Term. 
 
Key Stages 1 and 2 
 
Pupils are assessed on their Phonics knowledge in the Summer Term of Year 1. Statu-
tory Assessment Tests (SATs) take place at the end of Key Stage 1 (Year 2) and Key 
Stage 2 (Year 6). Pupils are also assessed in reading, writing, grammar, spelling and 
punctuation (GPS) and maths at the end of every term. The assessments help us to 
track pupil progress and set targets, to diagnose learning needs and to put interven-
tions into place.
